4.  Basic rules for the cooperation between States *  (13/9/2025) 
 

1. Equality between men and women in rights and duties.  
2. Freedom of thought and expression while respecting others.   
3. Sustainable development with full respect for environment and human values,  

  and effective disposal & recycling of waste and products. 
 

4. Free movement of good after any adjustment through customs duties (to be used  
    for environmental protection) of differences in production costs due to social differences,  
    but immigration control.  
5. Freedom of religion if it also accepts other religions  (full reciprocity).  
6. Birth control based on what the country can absorb. 
7. Blocking human, drug and arms trafficking, as well as tax havens,  
    and strict limitation of CO2 certificates.  
 

 

5.  Basic rules for the ambient protection *  (13/9/2025)  
 

1. Annihilate any waste (energy, consumer goods, materials/goods non-renewable).  
2. Reduce the standard of living by accepting the consequences of sustainable development  
    (kilometer 0, seasonal fruit/vegetables from own region, less meat/deforestation/CO2,  
     higher prices for energy and goods from unsustainable sources/systems).  
3. Limit consumerism and travel that requires non-renewable energy (buy and throw away,  
     tourist trips or shopping away from home). 
4. Limit subjugation to neoliberalism (reducing advertising, limiting supply, accepting temporary  
     cost increases to limit the financial power of autocratic states and those cooperating with 
     them (economic warfare), accepting high taxes on financial transactions).  
5. Develop long-lasting and recyclable products without negative impact on the environment  
     (water, earth, air, living beings) throughout their life.  
6. Scrupulously respect effective separate waste collection with related recycling.  
7. Promote the use of video connections for meetings and conferences.

3. Sviluppo sostenibile nel pieno rispetto dell’ambiente e dei valori umani,  
     e smaltimento & riciclaggio efficaci di rifiuti e prodotti. 
4. Libera circolazione delle merci dopo l’eventuale aggiustamento tramite dazi  
     doganali (da usare per la protezione dell’ambiente) delle differenze sui costi  
     di produzione dovuti a differenze sociali, ma controllo dell’immigrazione. 
5. Libertà di religione se questa accetta anche le altre religioni (completa reciprocità). 
6. Controllo delle nascite in base a quello che il paese può assorbire. 
7. Blocco dei traffici di umani, droghe e armi, come pure dei paradisi fiscali,  
    e limitazione rigorosa dei certificati CO2.  
 

5.  Regole di base per la protezione dell’ambiente *  (13/9/2025) 
 

1. Annullare gli sprechi (energia, beni alimentari, materie/beni non rinnovabili).  
2. Ridurre il livello di vita accettando le conseguenze di uno sviluppo sostenibile  
    (kilometro 0, frutta/legumi di stagione della propria regione, meno carne/disboscamento/ 
     CO2, prezzi più elevati per energia e beni da sorgenti/sistemi non sostenibili). 
3. Limitare il consumismo e gli spostamenti che richiedono energia non rinnovabile 
     (compra e getta, viaggi turistici o per acquisti lontani da casa). 
4. Limitare l’assoggettamento al neoliberalismo (riducendo la pubblicità, limitando l’offerta,  
     accettando aumenti transitori di costi per limitare la potenza finanziaria di Stati autocratici  
     e di quelli a loro collegati (guerra economica), accettando tasse elevate su transazioni  
     finanziarie). 
5. Sviluppare prodotti con lunga durata di vita e riciclabili senza influsso negativo  
     sull’ambiente (acqua, terra, aria, esseri viventi) durante tutta la durata della loro vita.  
6. Rispettare scrupolosamente una raccolta differenziata con relativo riciclaggio efficaci. 
7. Favorire l’uso di collegamenti video per sedute e conferenze.
